They
are around 30% larger than residential solar panels,measuring approximately 2.1m tall x 1.1m wide (or 2.3
m2).

How much does aresidential solar panel weigh?

In general,a residential solar panel is around 65-by-39 inches,weighing on average 40 pounds,” says Taylor.
